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Cover Page:
· Title of your Laboratory Investigation, Course code, Student’s name, Teacher’s name (spelled correctly!), Due date
Introduction:
· Includes all pertinent background information needed for the reader to understand the lab (i.e. definitions of terms, content area background, pertinent scientific laws and theories, chemical equations, mathematical formulas, derivations etc…).
· Statement of the problem that is being investigated is included.
Materials:
· Point-form list of the various resources used to complete the investigation
· Quantities included
Procedure:
· Summary of what was done during the investigation (clear and to the point)  
· Written in the third person, in complete sentences
· Organized in numbered steps, written in past tense, impersonal

· Titled, labelled, well-organized, meaningful diagram(s)
Results:
· All data and/or information included
· Data in chart form, titled, labelled, with units
· Appropriate degree of precision
· Sample calculation for normal force included


· Graph is correctly done.

· Slope is properly calculated 

Conclusion:
· Summary of the experiment in paragraph form
· Relates results to the purpose
Error Analysis:
· All relevant sources of error are included
· Recommendations to improve the procedure are included

General Guidelines for Writing Laboratory Reports


	1. All headings and subtitles - bold text and underlined
2. Paragraphs are indented
3. Sections follow the order indicated above
4. Tables fit entirely on one page, not across two pages
5. Diagrams/illustrations/graphs/tables include descriptive titles
	6. Extraneous information that is not pertinent to the lab content is not included
7. No spelling and grammatical errors
8. Sentence structure is coherent and logical
9. Correct units are present
10. 12 point, Times New Roman font
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
